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Telford Park to meet Wigmore in the Final of the Millennium Cup
Telford Park LTC will meet Wigmore LTC in the final of the Millennium Cup in September following the clubs’ top placements in the league competition held over the spring and early summer.

The Millennium Cup is a friendly, inter-club competition held annually between the local clubs in Streatham, south London, which was inaugurated in 2001 and involves teams from Grafton, Norbury Park, Telford Park, Wigmore and Woodfield Grove.

There are nine matches per tie in several age groups, including juniors and veterans, and club members with little competitive experience are encouraged to play.
“The idea is to offer match play in a friendly environment,” explains Barbara Wancke, the tournament director and chair of the organising committee.

“We discourage players competing in the Surrey Leagues through a standard of play criteria approved each year by the committee on which representatives from each club sit. It seems to work and the competition is hugely popular, especially as it involves a nice lunch alongside the matches!”

The coveted Millennium Cup trophy itself is a beautiful crystal vase centrepiece measuring 215cm in height and 145mm in diameter set on a wooden base with a silver sleeve.

It has been won four times by Telford Park who are seeking to become champions for the fifth time, while Wigmore, Grafton and Norbury Park have each won it twice.

The current holders, Grafton with 19 points, were pipped at the post by Wigmore, with 21, securing the finalist spot against the clear leader of the league, Telford Park, with 26 points.

Norbury Park and Woodfield Grove were placed joint fourth with 12 points each.

“Even though some of the overall scores appeared lop-sided, the matches were really close,” continued Barbara.

“We don’t like to see anybody thrashed on court. That’s not the way to encourage new members to play matches!

“The best part is that all the ties are played in a friendly atmospheres and everyone enjoys them. It has helped to build a special relationship between all the local clubs.”
The final takes place at Wigmore Lawn Tennis Club on Saturday 17 September at 10.30am.
